Biosolid composting and soil applications

Biosolids are the nutrient-rich organic materials resulting from the treatment of domestic sewage in a wastewater treatment facility (i.e., treated sewage sludge). Biosolids are a beneficial resource, containing essential plant nutrients and organic matter and are recycled as a fertilizer and soil amendment.  Additionally, the treatment of biosolids can actually begin before the wastewater reaches the sewage treatment plant. In many wastewater treatment systems, regulations require that industrial facilities pre-treat their wastewater to remove hazardous contaminants before it is sent to a wastewater treatment plant. Wastewater treatment facilities monitor incoming wastewater streams to ensure their recyclability and compatibility with the treatment plant process. Biosolids act as soil amendment through the contribution of organic matter. By increasing the organic matter we improved soils physical properties including water holding capacity, aggregation, porosity, nutrients etc. Moreover biosolids serve as fertilizer by providing micros (Zn, Cu, Fe) as well as macronutrients (N, P, K) which increase vegetation growth and productivity.
