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[bookmark: _GoBack]The Waste Framework Directive 2008/98/EC (WFD) is the main legislation dealing with waste management at the European Union (EU) level. The WFD defines hazardous waste as “the waste which displays one or more of the hazardous properties listed in Annex III”. Hazardous wastes are shown with an asterisk in the European List of Waste and include some everyday items, such as computer monitors, television sets, refrigeration equipment, as well as more obvious materials, such as waste oil and asbestos. The definition is extremely important, because the hazardous waste producer is subject to specific obligations, resulting in increased management cost. Examples of such obligations include: (1) labelling and packaging, (2) evidence for tracking of the waste, (3) mixing ban, (4) special collection and transport and (5) treatment and disposal in specially designated facilities covered by a special permit. Hazardous waste comes from a wide range of sources, including households, many types of business, industry and public services, such as hospitals, and should be managed according to EU waste hierarchy.
